1. Rent is due on the First of each month. A $20 late-payment penalty is due for rent received after the 5th; an additional $5/day penalty if received after the 7th.  After rent is 20 days over-due the owner will send a 30-day lease termination notice and the Tenant will vacate the property at the end of such notice.
2. The Tenant is responsible for the following services: lawn care for front yard house to the street and the south side to the back of house.  Lawn care includes mowing at least weekly May through October, racking and disposing of leaves in owner designated leave pile, weed control, cleaning of rain gutters, brush and tree trimming, watering and mowing, snow removal of the south-side driveway and drive to north driveway, sidewalk to front door, street sidewalk and the upper patio.  Land-line phone and TW cable service can be requested if desired at the tenant’s costs.  No Dish TV or similar are allowed on the property.
3. The owner arranges and pays for garbage removal, water and sewer utilities.  Appliances included with the property are microwave oven, refrigerator, electric range, dishwasher and washer/dryer.

4. According to State Law, a 30-day notice is required of either the Tenant or the Owner/manager to terminate a rental agreement. The security deposit, with out interest, shall be returned to the Tenant if:

i) proper notice is given prior to vacating the dwelling;

ii) the dwelling unit is in as good condition as when the Tenant took possession, except for ordinary wear;

iii) all keys have been returned and premises are vacated and ready for inspection.  There is a $15 charge for each key not returned.

iv) all rent and other fees and penalties have been paid in full

v) all rent and fees have been paid for 12 months or more.  If occupied for less than 1 year, the Tenant agrees to pay a $500 re-rental fee to the Owner to secure another qualifying renter.

4. This house is to be used only as residence and occupied only by the Tenants apart of this agreement as may be amended from time to time.  No additional adults or children are permitted without the written approval of the Owner. 

5. The tenant has x pets allowed by the Owner.  No other pets are allowed without owner’s approval.  The tenant is responsible for all damages resulting from or as related to housing the tenant’s allowed 2 pet, one domestic cat and one small brown dog.   The Tenant agrees to immediately pick-up discard pet droppings in plastic or other appropriate container into the garbage dumpster and walk dogs with a leash daily.
6. Do not drive nails, screws or other fastener into doors, woodwork or paneling.  A $5 repair charge for each hole placed in doors, woodwork or paneling will be deducted from the deposit at the end of the lease.  Tape and other adhesives can leave marks that are difficult to remove and should no be used.   Slender nails designed for hanging pictures can be used on the walls; however, a $0.50 repair charge will be accessed for each nail hole left in walls at the end of the lease.

7. Ordinary wear is expected however damage, breakage beyond reasonable wear or from neglect is subject to reimbursement for repairs or replacement.

a. Do not allow any materials such as grease or coffee grounds go down the drain or through the electric sink disposer.

b. Keep drain pans on the stove clean, washing them with dishes when food cooks over or they are soiled.  Do not use steel wool or scouring pads on appliances.

c. Do not let water overflow in kitchen or bath.

d. The drains are clear and free running.  Any clog will be at the tenant’s expense.  The Owner may provide “sewer root killer” or equivalent for the tenant to place in the toilets every 6 months to prevent root clogging outside the building.  Do not use in-tank Toilet cleaning pellets or dispensaries because the chemicals damage the valve and flapper.  In the bowl cleansers are OK to use.
e. Place garbage in sacks before putting it in the outside bin and place the bin at the street on each Monday morning for pick-up.
f. Clean the refrigerator inside and out side coils (bottom or back) at least once a month.

g. Weekly general cleaning is expected.  Failure can result in cleaning charges at discretion of the Owner. 

h. Call for repairs so problems can be taken care of before they can cause damage or run up utility bills.  Report all leaking toilets and faucets, loose electric fixtures, broken windows, doors, locks and latches. 

i. Park in designated parking areas only.  Parking on the lawn or other inappropriate areas can result in lease termination and damage charges assessed. Parking of Tenant’s cars listed below are allowed in designated parking areas only.  Parking or driving on the lawn or other inappropriate areas can result in lease termination and damage charges assessed.  Vehicles not listed on below may be towed from the property at the owner of the vehicle expense.

8. There is a $50.00 charge each for cleaning a spoiled stove or refrigerator. Cleaning of carpets, walls, floors, bathroom, shelves, etc. will be assessed as necessary at the time of departure. 

9. Owner agrees to have tenant assist for hourly fee of $15 in the painting of all rooms in the house needing painting with color agreed upon by both parties before and just after the beginning of the lease as time permits.  The owner will install new carpet in the living room and 2 north bedrooms.  The Owner must approve any additional painting or redecorating proposed to be done by the tenant(s).  Changes to the electrical wiring or altering the property will be done only by the Owner
10. Loud parties or noises can be grounds for termination.  Keep stereos, TV’s, radios, etc. at volume levels that do not distribute others.  Always treat other people within the structure and your neighbors with respect.  Two complaints from neighbors can be grounds for lease termination.

11. A $20.00 charge will be required on all lock-outs trips.

12. A $20.00 charge is required on all returned or insufficient funds checks.  Late payment fees will also be assessed as outlined in paragraph 1. above.

13. Smoke detectors are for your safety.  Test and replace batteries when necessary or call for assistance.
14. Prior to the Tenant’s last day, a meeting should be scheduled to discuss any damages or cleaning needs.   Damages and cleaning charges will be deducted from the deposit.
15. Owner has disclosed the presence of lead-based paint or lead-based paint hazard may exist because the structure was built before 1978.  The Tenant has received the EPA material Lead Poisoning and Your Children and has reviewed such material and understands that lead from paint, paint chips, and dust can pose a health hazard if not taken care of properly.  Lead exposure is especially harmful to young children and pregnant women.

16. All Euler Rental properties are no smoking facilities and are registered with the city of Lincoln. Therefore, the same rules as city code apply. No smoking in the building or anywhere 30 feet from a door or open window of the building. The tenant(s) will not themselves (or allow guess) to smoke inside the property and will keep the yard clean of smoking debris and will when people smoke outside dispose of such debris in a plastic bag or other container before placing it in the Garbage dumpster. 

17. The tenant(s) will not themselves (or allow guest) to use a charcoal fired grill on the front or back porch / deck because of fire hazard also as governed by City Code.
